The school offers the important opportunity to work alongside younger

students to support them in their reading and achievement.

Once a week all Sixth Form students have a timetabled physical
education lesson. Please note, all students are expected to attend,

unless they have a subject lesson scheduled at that time.



There is a timetabled tutor lesson once a fortnight, which focuses on
topics such as Post-18 decisions, tolerance, well-being, sexual health

and mental health.

Students will have the opportunity to apply for these prestigious
positions towards the end of Year 12, in preparation for fulfilling these
roles in Yyear 13. Alongside the head prefects and their deputies, GMS
seek to appoint senior prefects. Each has a separate area of responsibility,
such as sport or fundraising. The list of the Senior Prefect Team and their

Later in Year 12, students receive help and information on applying to
higher education and pursuing a career. However, the more proactive

students are about this throughout the year, the better!

Year 12 students will complete
an 8 week programme at the start of the year to help focus them on

why they are here.

The performance grade will be accompanied by a score of 1- 4 (1
being the highest) for Attitude to Learning. A low Attitude to Learning
score will be accompanied by one or two areas for development. The

Year 12 students will meet with their form tutors to
receive academic mentoring following each round of

reports.

Students who are identified as not achieving their
target grade in a particular subject may be put onto
a Student Impact Report (see example shown) until

their achievement improves.

A target grade for each A-level subject will be generated based,
partly, on your GCSE results and will be given to you by your subject
teachers during the first half of the autumn term. However, as
subject teachers log performance and progress, it is possible that an

individual’s target grade will be raised.

Praise postcards will be sent home, if a student is performing

particularly well.

We encourage students to engage in dialogue with subject teachers.
It is important that students know their ‘working at grade’and know
what they can do to improve. This is especially important following

each progress cycle.

Support

Independent study is an essential skill that has to be learnt in order to
be successful in Sixth Form studies and beyond. There is a difference
between study at KS4 and KS5. An independence of mind can only be
achieved through reading and researching. Study lessons should be

used for this, and to complete homework set by teachers.

For every four lessons of a subject in a week, a student is expected to
complete two hours of independent study, during study periods or at

home.

Year 12 students will have four additional
Silent Study periods (Sp) on their timetables
per fortnight. For these sessions they will be
supervised in silence by a member of the Senior
Leadership Team and students must have
enough work with them to last the whole hour.

Attendance is compulsory.

Students in Year 12, who understand the importance of effective
independent study, make progress and achieve. Whilst GMS want
students to enjoy their time in the sixth form, it is important to recognise

that you have chosen to study here in order to gain a qualification.

All Year 12 students will sign up for Curriculum Support lessons, where
they would ordinarily be 'free' at these times. Year 12 students will offer
supportin these KS3 lessons to students, where necessary. Not only does
it increase the visibility of our Sixth Form students to the lower school,

but students on both sides find the sessions hugely beneficial.

Many students will be fortunate enough to pass their driving tests
in Year 12 or Year 13 and may wish to drive to school. Unfortunately,
there is not enough space for students to park on site, including in
front of the school gates. However, cars may be left in nearby roads
provided they do not obstruct drive entrances or cause a nuisance to
residents. Those who choose to park close to the school, please be
aware that the road gets extremely busy at 3pm, and therefore the

earlier you can move your car, the better.
